WEEK 1. Introductions. lecture about beginnings of use of technique, what can it do conceptually, what are the "acceptable styles". Go over film terms. . Explanation of the aspect ratio . Hand out syllabus, shot definitions and bibliography. Assignment: create a  "backwards" shot list while watching a scene on tape using the pause button.

WEEK 2.  Bring in movies to watch scenes in class. “Paths of Glory and the Overhead diagram. Assign storyboard a short unscripted scene from one sentence treatment. Assignment, create a storyboard using a single image and cropping it in various ways to create a sequential narrative.

WEEK 4. Handouts on perspective and figure. Perspective for the "artistically challenged". Figure and facial proportions.  Assignment: perspective drawing one and two point of rooms at home.

WEEK 5. Continue perspective. Chose partners for mid-term. Bring in scripted scenes for mid-term project. Please chose scenes that do not have camera direction written into the text. ( No stage plays please ) Each partner will direct one scene and storyboard one scene. As director you are responsible for creating a shot list, overhead diagram with camera positions , and gathering visual research .
